
Mount Union Football's 54 Game Win 

Streak

Until breaking their own record on December 13, 2003, the Mount 
Union football team held the NCAA record for consecutive wins 
with 54. Beginning the streak on September 14, 1996, the Purple 
Raiders were victorious in every game, until they were defeated 
in overtime on December 11, 1999. The Purple Raiders won three 
National Championships, four OAC Titles, and 14 NCAA Division 
III Playoff games during the stretch. With win #48, a 44-20 
victory over Otterbien, the Purple Raiders surpassed Oklahoma's 
former NCAA record 47 game win streak that had been standing 
since 1957.

Mount Union Football's 55 Game Win 

Streak

Mount Union holds the NCAA record for the most consecutive wins 
by a football team with 55. From September 2, 2000 to 
December 13, 2003, the Purple Raiders didn't lose a football 
game, breaking their own record of 54 games. During the stretch 
of consecutive games, the Purple Raiders won three National 
Championships, four Ohio Athletic Conference Championships and 
15 NCAA Division III Playoff games. Purple Raider opponents 
were outscored 2,552 to 641 in the stretch (an average final 
score of 46.4 to 11.7). Mount Union surrendered 21 points or less 
in 47 of the games with 11 shutouts, and managed a turnover 
ratio of +43.
